Last month’s minutes: motion for approval as published moved by John Hutchison, seconded by
Harry Steinmetz. Vote in favor unanimous (as it should be!).

Treasurer’s Report: $2,477.00 in the bank (we’re still solvent).

Contest Report:

1. Don Bartick gave a rundown of the big Dual Clubs Annual Contest held over the Labor Day

weekend. His full report will appear in his column elsewhere in this issue. The bottom line was

“the weather killed us”, as participation wasn’t as expected. One piece of encouraging news was

that there were several talented juniors there, all of which did very well. Hopefully they were

well encouraged, as they are the future of our hobby.

This brought up a motion by Harry Steinmetz: have next year’s 50" Annual be advertised as our

last, and have it moved to a different time of year. Much somewhat mix-matched discussion

ensued, which led Harry to separate the motion into two parts. The first part of the motion, to

have next year’s annual be the last, was voted down 10 to 2. One thing we all need to think _

about, if it is to continue, is that we need someone to CD the contest. Don Bartick has graciously

agreed to CD one more time, next year, but that is it. After that it is up to someone else.

He has been talking to a lad in
Encinitas who has been flying RC park flyers, but wants to get into P-30, and possibly
other free-flight events. We hope to see him soon.

2. Bob Beecroft is going to set up an informational website for the Orbiteers. Harry
Steinmetz made the motion to authorize the treasurer to pay Bob $100.00 for set-up and
monthlv maintenance fees. John Oldenkamp seconded the motion, and it was approved



unanimouslv. The website is well overdue in our computer age, so thanks Bob for doing
all the set-up work for us.

John Oldenkamp mentioned the Red Bull Air Races coming to San Diego Bay next
weekend (Sept. 21 and 22). It is an international event which often draws millions of
spectators. It is the first time it is being held in San Diego, and should be exciting. More
info is available at their website www . redbullairrace.com. (this may not be correct, but it
will get you close enough).

Show and Tell:

1.

Gerry Sullivan brought back his bare bones fuselage of “Mercury”, which he showed off
last month. This month he had the electronic timer assembly installed, which included a
nice little pull-out drawer for the batteries. It runs a servo D.T. He also made a handy
little knife specifically for trimming tissue. It is made by taking a single edge razor
blade, cutting off the thick top, and sandwiching it between two pieces of balsa. The
balsa is the thickness that you want the tissue trimmed away from a glued surface, such
as 1/16, 1/32, or whatever you want it set. Very simple, yet ingenious. The final thing he
shared was a tool he made to cut a groove into a piece of balsa, such that it would fit-
around a landing gear wire. Gerry took a piece of wire or small rod, put a shallow bend
in it, then cut small grooves in the outside of the bend. It turned out to be a home-made
riffler file, which was also simple yet ingenious. Gerry has gotten quite the reputation for
making really cool stuff. The last two items here should be sketched out elsewhere in the
issue.

John Oldenkamp showed us his F1Q, which won 2™ place at the Dual Clubs Annual held
over Labor Day weekend. It had some problems initially, but John got it re-trimmed at it
flew “like and airplane should”. As you would expect from John, it was a beautiful job.
John also showed us a profile scale model of a Waterman Gosling. The tires were made
from O-rings bought at a hardware store, and was covered with crushed tissue to avoid
warps. Red wings and horizontal stab, with a black fuselage. John talked about flying it
outdoors, and John Hutchison said he has an identical one he flies very successfully
indoors.

John Hutchison brought in a trophy he wants to use during one of next year’s Scale
Staffel contests. The trophy had a P-51 model on top, carved out of mahogany. It will be
one of three such trophies, the other two having either a P-40 Warhawk, or a Corsair on
top. The contest will be for World War Two fighters (it had to have flown with a gun!),
so start building now to get your fighter trimmed in time. The first contest should be in
March, but will keep you posted.

Larry Bagalini showed us a Kevlar boom for a P-30. Good taper, and an aluminum ring
in the nose. Very light weight. Call Larry for details. Larry also had a fully built F1G
plane, mostly designed by Bob White, up for sale, which was bought up on the spot. He
also had two 5-to-1 winders to show us, also for sale. My pen didn’t remember if they
were bought or not. They both had beautiful workmanship, so if you are interested, again
call Larry or visit his website (listed on page 2) for more information.

Don Bartick brought in 6 boxes, which the club paid for, that had been used as
Participation Awards at the annual contest. He said the cost was only $10.00 each, so 3
of them were purchased quickly. They are very attractive, with handsome workmanship.
