On Oct 29, 2009 in the Tustin CA Blimp Hanger,
Stan did best two flight total of 3:14.4 to beat Ron
Wittman's IHLG 'Holy Grail' record of 2:58.6, set
2-18-1973 at same site. That was probably the
oldest indoor glider record still existing.

An AMA Record trials 2-day sanction was rapidly
obtained by Norm Furutani. He CD’d the activity.
I was asked to co-CD and do the scores and
timekeeping.

The hanger was completely empty & void of any
facilities. For the most part all you could hear was
an owl, or two in the north end high carrier pigeon
roost. Oh yes, echoes of glider launches [and a
few girder excursions] reverberated all over and
back again!

ODE TO A SCRAMBLE DEP'T
Randy Reynolds

MMM like many free flight clubs has too many events and not enough flyers. The results are that our
monthly contests often resembled a fun-fly or "trimming" contest with not a lot of activity because of the
lack of competition. It seemed most of us were casually preparing for our two big contests but the season
points standings were not developing much interest. Since we are a club that flies competition endurance
models | felt that we should do something to create some energy in every contest.

Since the events typically being flown only had a few entrants | wanted to figure out a way to have each
model type fly against any other model type. The way to do this is to "normalize" the max times to three
minutes. For example we only have to multiply the two-minute events times by 150% to have them equal
the three-minute events. There would have to be adjustments made to a few events such as the small gliders
but it might work. To accomplish this Don DelLoach worked up a scoresheet with all events shown on one
large page so that flyers could easily keep an eye on their competitors. Finally Rick Pangell created some
Excel worksheets that were easy to load with each of the monthly contest results. These were loaded to a
summary scoresheet with results posted on our website and Yahoo group for the club members to see. Mel
Gray receives a copy of the Scramble contest scores for keeping the traditional club season points as well.

At our annual meeting | worked up a presentation illustrating the basic simple concept and to my surprise the
membership accepted it with enthusiasm. | guess I shouldn't have been surprised as MMM has long tinkered
with creative ideas to accomplish competition by condensing events into similar categories. So the
Leadership Team went to work to debate and discuss the ideas behind the new concept called the
"Scramble." It was decided to run the 2009 season as a trial excepting the 14 Rounder and the Rocky
Mountain Championships.

The results after our seven monthly contests have been gratifying with a lot more energy on the field and
plenty of contests coming down to final flights before the winner was decided. Personally | thought that the
FAI models would likely be very tough to beat (and they are) but the winners flew such diverse models as
Mulvihull; Coupe; Gollywock, HLG; P30 and F1A. We even had a CLG flyer in the mix in one contest.
Next year we will likely make some minor changes to the program but thanks to keeping things simple
everyone has been pleased with this new event.

I would like to congratulate Don DelLoach, Todd Reynolds and Mark Covington who finished as the top
three and it went down to the final contest before we identified the winner.
